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How to get the most out of this book

Is this book for you?

The Connexions Annual is for people who are looking for
information and ideas about social and environmental
alternatives.

The Annual is dedicated to the idea that change is both
necessary and possible. It is a gateway into vigorous
grassroots movements of ordinary people who believe that
there are viable alternatives to destructive and exploitative
institutions and structures — and who are actively working to
bring those alternatives into being.

The Annual is designed both for those already actively
working for change, and for those who want to become
involved. Its pages are crowded with information about
groups and resources across Canada: names, addresses, and
phone numbers, details of groups’ activities, the resources
and services they offer, their goals, how to join them.

If you are new to social change activity, you may wish to
browse through the entries to get an idea of the variety of
groups, and approaches to change, which exist. Or you may
want to look in the Geographical Index (P. 177) to find
organizations in your own area. The groups’ statements of
purpose may be particularly helpful in finding ones whose
focus or approach appeals to you.

Ifyou are already involved in a group, you may be looking
for organizations in other parts of the country which share
your concerns, or groups in your area which are potential
partners or allies. (If you intend to send a mailing to a sizable
number of such groups, Connexions can provide you with
mailing labels or computer disks to make your task easier.)

What this book contains

The main part of this Annual — some 2,700 numbered
entries in 16 chapters — consists of information about
organizations and periodicals. We mailed a questionnaire to
several thousand groups, requesting factual data, as well as
information about activities and goals. The information they
provided is presented in an easy-to-read standard format.
Basic name and address information for groups which did
not return questionnaires is found at the end of each chapter.

The Table of Contents (P. 3) is your quick guide to what
is in this book. It shows the chapters into which the Annual
has been divided. The chapter headings are broad subject
areas such as Peace, Women, or Human Rights/Civil
Liberties. (The “Social Justice: General” chapter contains
groups which deal with a wide range of issues, as well as
groups whose focus didn’t fit comfortably under any other
heading.)

There are separate chapters for Alternative Periodicals,
Other Useful Organizations, and Useful Sources of
Information. In addition, there are three indices to help you
find particular organizations or types of organizations: the
Name Index, the Geographical Index, and the Subject Index.

Looking for a particular group?

Lookin the Name Index (P. 164), which lists all the groups
in alphabetical order. Use the entry number to find the
group in the main listings. Bear in mind that organizations
may have listed themselves under a name different from the
one you are looking for. For example, Metis Society of

Saskatchewan vs. Saskatchewan Metis Society, or
Ploughshares Sudbury, Project Ploughshares Calgary, and
Saint John Project Ploughshares. As much as possible, we
have tried to cross-list groups under alternative names and
acronyms, but undoubtedly there are instances where we
couldn’t anticipate possible confusion. Persevere.

Interested in a particular issue?

Start off by selecting the chapter which covers the topic,
e.g. Peace or Development/International. Browse through
the chapter to find particular groups or types of groups. If
you are interested in a more specific topic, e.g. Central
America, or Military: Canadian, look for the relevant
keyword in the Subject Index (P. 186), which will guide you
to the groups which selected that keyword. You can also use
the Subject Index to identify organizations which are
concerned with your subject, but which are listed in another
chapter. For example, a group which is found in the
Environment chapter because it deals primarily with
environmental problems may also be doing educational
work on nuclear weapons or Third World development.

Many people have told us that the more they become
involved in an issue, the more they find that it is interrelated
with many other questions. This truth makes any attempt to
categorize by subject, as we have done in our chapter
headings, somewhat arbitrary. We have used the chapter
headings because information would have been too hard to
find without them — but please view them as approximations,
not as rigid divisions.

Only groups that returned questionnaires are indexed in
the Subject Index.

Looking for groups in your area?

The Geographical Index (P. 177) is organized by province
or territory, with the provinces listed alphabetically, and with
the names of individual towns listed alphabetically
underneath each province’s name. Following the name of the
town are the names of the organizations located there. Use
the entry number to find the group in the main listings.
Remember, though, that many groups are regional or
national in their focus. For example, an organization whose
office is in Victoria may have members across British
Columbia.

Looking for periodicals?

Periodicals (magazines, newsletters, newspapers)
dealing with a particular issue are included in the
appropriate chapter. For example, the Canadian Human
Rights Advocate is found in the Human Rights/Civil Liberties
chapter. In addition, there is a separate Alternative
Periodicals chapter (P. 144) which lists, in alphabetical
order, all grassroots periodicals about which we have
information. Publications which are included in the main
listings appear in this chapter as well, as do periodicals which
aren’t in the main listings because they didn’t return a
questionnaire.
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Finding other sources of information

The Useful Sources of Information chapter (P. 162) gives
a selection of resources — directories, data bases, libraries —
which have additional information about grassroots
organizations, publications, and issues.

Do you need this information on

computer disks or mailing labels?

All of the information in this Annual, including the
periodicals list, is available on computer disks or on mailing
labels. Connexions also maintains a larger computer data
base of several thousand groups, associations, libraries, and
individuals. We can make these lists, selected by subject or
by geographical location, available to your group at a lower
cost than if you paid someone to re-type the listings. Our
low-cost rentals of these lists also helps us to cover the costs
of updating and publishing this information. Contact

Do you need extra copies?

If you need extra copies of this book, please let us know.
Reduced rates are available for groups which need larger
quantities of the Annual.

Who is included?

Our aim in compiling this Annual was to include
non-profit groups which are “grassroots” (rather than
government sponsored or institutional), groups which see
their purpose as working for real social, economic, and
environmental change, as distinct from organizations whose
primary purpose is to provide services. Like most definitions,
these distinctions, general to begin with, blur at the edges.
Undoubtedly we have included some groups which don’t
really fit these definitions, and left out others which should
be in. (However, if a group is not included, the most likely
explanations are that we didn’t know about it or that they
didn’t return their questionnaire.) With a few exceptions,
labour unions have not been included even though many fit
the criteria, because there is already a comprehensive
300-page directory of trade unions in Canada (See #2683).
We welcome your comments about what is in — or not in —
this book.

If you’re included in this issue, you’ll automatically get a
questionnaire for the next one (unless you’ve moved, in
which case please send us your change of address right
away). If you are not included and feel you should have been,
please photocopy the questionnaire on page 203, fillit in, and
send it to Connexions, 427 Bloor Street West, Toronto M5S
1X7.

Getting the most out of this book 5

Other things you might want to know

Quebec/French Canada: The Annual is primarily a listing
of English-language groups. We did not have the resources
to make our questionnaires and other materials available in
French, and as an English-Canadian organization we didn’t
feel that we had the mandate to cover French-language
groups in Quebec and elsewhere on our own. We have
included information from French-language groups
wherever we could, but we realize that our coverage is far
from adequate. (We also apologize for the fact that the
computer program used to produce this book did not allow
us toinclude French accents — something we hope to remedy
for the next issue.) We would welcome any suggestions about
how we might approach this in the future.

Other languages and cultural groups: While we have
tried to obtain information from minority groups and groups
whose first language is not English, we are aware that our
coverage is far from comprehensive. We welcome any help
in improving this aspect of the Annual, as well as improving
the coverage of underrepresented regions.

Accessibility: This year, we added several questions to
help indicate groups’ accessibility. We asked them to
indicate if they were wheelchair accessible, if they had TDD
and/or American Sign Language (ASL) services for the
hearing impaired, and what languages other than English
they could communicate in. We also asked if they had a
computer modem. We hope this information will make this
directory more useful. We also hope that in a small way it
will encourage groups to consider if they have done enough
to reach out and make themselves accessible to those they
hope to reach and influence.

Mistakes, Outdated information: Inevitably in a book
like this there will be mistakes and information that is
incomplete or no longer up to date. With thousands of
listings to keep track of, we absolutely rely on readers to tell
us if they know of corrections or additions which need to be
made. Please tell us if you know of any.

Inconsistencies: We know that there are inconsistencies
in the way grou{)s were assigned to a particular chapter. One
group may be listed in the Peace chapter, another similar
group in the Environment chapter, a third under
Development/International. We asked groups to tell us what
their primary focus was, and for the most part we allowed
groups’ own choices to determine where they appear, even
where this created inconsistencies, because we know that
groups which may seem the same to us may view themselves
in different ways. As a reader, you should keep this in mind
and search creatively if you are looking for particular types
of groups. Use the indices and look in related chapters.

Who pays for this?

Connexions is well and truly a non-profit organization,
running, as one person put it, not merely on a shoestring, but
ona “ragged shoestring”. Connexions receives some funding
from a number of church bodies, and has from time to time
received government grants. Our main source of income,
however, comes from sales and subscriptions of The
Connexions Digest (of which this Annual is a special issue),
from sales of mailing lists and related services, and,
importantly, from individuals and groups who become
members of Connexions.

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Introduction

A coal miner who took part in the wave of strikes which shook the Soviet Union in July of 1989
summed up the problems facing his local strike committee as follows: “We have to answer two
simple questions: ‘How are we going to live?” and ‘What do we do now?””

Those are questions we all have to answer. We live in a world in crisis. Governments and in-
stitutions assure us they have everything under control, or soon will have, but all around us we see
poverty, violence, injustice, environmental disasters, and stockpiles of world-destroying armaments.

Most of us are not living the lives we would choose to live, but the existing order insists there
are no alternatives to itself, and most of us are sufficiently convinced to keep society from coming
unglued. Many, many people wish there were alternatives, or think there ought to be, but are
resigned to the conclusion that it is utopian to entertain any hopes for real change. The ‘system’ is
too big, too powerful, and we are too weak and too few in numbers.

‘What do we do now?’ ‘How do we live?” We mind our own problems and don’t think about
the rest.

Yet despite the pervasive feeling that ‘nothing can be done’, people do join together to act in
common when they feel threatened or wronged, or when they have a goal in sight which they
desire passionately enough.

Sometimes they organize quietly and gradually. At other times — as in China in the spring of
1989 — a mass movement explodes into being, seemingly out of nothing, despite the risks and the
odds.

This Annual is dedicated to the idea that change is both necessary and possible. Its main in-
tent is practical: to provide information about groups across Canada who are working at society’s
grassroots to create positive solutions to social, environmental, economic, and international
problems.

We hope that by providing this information we will be making it easier for those already active
to find out about and contact each other and to do their work more effectively and co-operatively.
We hope that those individuals who are thinking about or looking for ways to become active will
be able to use the information to find likeminded people to work with.

We hope, too, that this book will help to get out the message that there are viable alternatives
to destructive and exploitative institutions and structures, and that there are people organizing to
build those alternatives.

It is also a goal of this Annual to stimulate thinking about how we can work more effectively
together toward our mutual goals, and how we can reach out to broaden our movements. If we can
learn to do this well enough, we have the potential to create a much more powerful social move-
ment in this country, one that goes beyond single-issue organizing to work toward an integrated
vision of a more just and caring society.

This is not to suggest that individual groups should be submerging themselves in a large move-
ment. But often the best thing we can do to help ourselves is to help someone else. By offering and
extending solidarity to others, we establish bonds between us that give us strength too. Feelings
and actions of solidarity can be a fruitful source of understanding, trust, and power, and that power
is something that we too can draw on too.

Empowerment is a critical dimension of the process of change. We are seeking the power to
create alternatives, and simultaneously we are seeking to dissolve the power structures that
prevent us from doing so. We hope that this Annual will help to empower those working to create
the alternatives.

The established wisdom has it that the
media are neutral purveyors of news and
entertainment, while the arts are about in-
dividual creativity and cultural values un-
tainted by the vulgar concerns of politics
and economics.

However, the experience of those out-
side the cultural mainstream is rather dif-
ferent. There, it becomes apparent that
the arts and the media do reflect the
biases and distortions of the wider
society.

Working class people, women, people
of colour, Native people, lesbians and
gays, find that their lives and experiences
are distorted or ignored, their voices too
frequently unheard. Artists with an alter-
native vision have great difficulty
penetrating the deadening homogeneity
of the commercial arts marketplace.
Those critical of the status quo have little
access to the mass media.

Inevery sphere - television, film, radio,
the record industry, publishing — a few
giants in the media and the cultural
‘industries’ are almost totally dominant.
The saying “freedom of the press belongs
to those who own one” reflects the reality
well, and not only where newspapers are
concerned.

The situation might be compared to a
huge sports stadium. Everybody is free to
have their say — so the dominant ideology
claims — but the established system owns
and controls the loudspeakers, the video
screens, the action on the field, the rules
of the game, and the stadium itself, while
we, the people in the stands, have only our
unamplified voices with which to make
ourselves heard. Not exactly a “level play-
ing field”.

And then, what happens if we decide
that we don’t want the game at all, let
alone the existing rules? What do we do if
we decide that we don’t want to sit in a
stadium, subjected to loudspeakers,
watching someone else’s game? What if
we want to transform the stadium into a
park and talk to each other and play our
own games instead of watching?

The groups in this chapter are
responding to such questions.

Some of them are challenging the cul-
tural and media establishments to make
them become more representative and
more honest. Others are fighting for
Canadian cultural survival in the face of
market pressures and government legis-
lation that threaten Canadian
magazines, the CBC, and other cultural
industries.

Many others have taken the route of

creating their own alternatives. Here you
will find alternative radio stations,
magazines, theatre groups, book
publishers, filmmakers and distributors
%;‘wing voice to points of view that chal-
enge the dominant culture. There are
groups devoted to creating space for
women, blacks, Native peoples and
others who have little access to the
mainstream.

Groups are making use of the arts to
stimulate people’s imaginations so they
can see the world in a new way and ex-
plore ways of changing it. New forms and
new approaches to art are being
developed and experimented with.

Groups of artists are using the arts to
create new bridges of trust between
themselves and the communities where
they live, and in so doing are helping to
create alternatives that give voice to the
experiences of ordinary working people.
